Admission to NGCSU for Non-Degree Joint-Enrolled Students

To be granted NGCSU credit for your work in Toulouse, you must provide official documentation of the following:
· A cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better in college-preparatory curriculum

· Official SAT scores of 480 Verbal and 440 Math (for a composite score of at least 970), or ACT scores of 20 English/18 Math 
· Official transcripts* (1st semester transcript for all applicants and additionally the 2nd semester transcript for graduating seniors)
· If you are a senior, a copy of your spring schedule

*Official transcripts and SAT/ACT scores must come in a school envelope with a seal or 
signature from your counselor or registrar on the envelope’s closure. 

In-house SAT exams:

If you prefer not to take the national SAT test at this time, you can take an “in-house” version called the I-SAT (Institutional Scholastic Aptitude Test) on the NGCSU campus. It is offered a number of times during the fall and spring semesters, and scores will not be reported outside the institution.
