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Testable Constructs among the student population at NGCSU

Possible survey questions for college age students to ponder. (Note: The independent variables “gender,” “corps member or civilian,” and “Greek or non-Greek” can be interchanged in many instances).

Support for abortion is the dependent variable, measured as “support” or “not-support” abortion. Is there a difference between men and women on support for abortion? It is theorized, “Men support abortion in larger numbers than Women.” 

Vehicle stops is the dependent variable, measured as “stopped” or “not stopped.” Are male drivers more likely to be stopped than female drivers? It is theorized that male will be stopped in greater numbers than would be expected by chance when compared to female drivers.“
“Years of completed schooling” among parents of NGCSU students is the dependent variable. Who has more education, male or female parents?  It is theorized that, among the parents of NGCSU students, educational level is higher for male parents than it is for female parents. 

Amount of charitable donations is the dependent variable. Who gives more to charity, liberals or conservatives? It is theorized that liberals donate more money to charity than do conservatives. Two questions: How much “money” did you donate to charity last year (dependent variable), and are your “politics” leaning toward conservative or liberal (on a scale of 1-10, 1 being liberal and 10 being conservative).

Number of children-per-family is the dependent variable. Who has higher children families? It is theorized that “Greek” students will come from families that have more children than “non-Greek” students. 
Hours-per-day of television viewing is the dependent variable. Do higher-achieving students watch less TV? GPA is the independent variable. It is theorized that among students, higher TV hours are associated with lower GPA.
Knowledge of key military positions in government is the dependent variable. Are Corps members more knowledgeable about the chain of command than civilians? Can students correctly identify the persons currently serving at Army Chief of Staff, Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, Secretary of State, etc? It is theorized that members of the Corps of Cadets will achieve more correct identifications than civilian students at NGCSU.
Obeying speed limit (yes or no) is the dependent variable. Who drives faster, men or women? It is theorized that male drivers will exceed the speed limit in greater numbers than female drivers. 
Number of vehicle-stops-by-police is the dependent variable. Who gets stopped more frequently, men or women? It is theorized that male drivers will have had more vehicle-stops-by-police than female drivers. 
Vehicles-per-eligible-driver (age 16 and over) in household is the dependent variable. It is theorized that “Greek” students will have more vehicles-per-eligible-driver than non-Greek students. 

Domestic pet-per-person in household is the dependent variable. It is theorized that “Greek” students will have more pets-per-person than “non-Greek” students. 

Vehicle type (Car versus SUV-pickup) is the dependent variable. Have females reached “vehicular equality” in our society? It is theorized that there will be higher instances of SUV-pickup drivers among the male population of students.
