5.  Hammarabi established an empire. Explain how he did this both militarily and administratively.

Hammarabi took control of the entire Tigris-Euphrates river valley and consolidated it under his rule.  Because the land mass was so large he was unable to administer the nation state on a personal basis.  Instead he divided his nation state into several provinces and appointed a Shapirum (Governor) to run the daily affairs of the area.  These officials would make all local appointments and report directly to Hammarabi.  This reduced the power of the priests in political affairs.
