Discussion:  The Len Foote Hike Inn has an interesting architectural construction called the “Star Base” located behind the inn proper.  Hike Inn, itself, is a hiker’s “bed and breakfast” inn, located at the end of a five mile hike from the top of Amicalola Falls.  The round trip hike can be easily done in one day, or, with reservations, one can stay the night and have a great family-style meal and a wonderful breakfast.  Hike Inn is within a few miles of Springer Mountain, the southern terminus of the Appalachian Trail.

Day use of the trail requires payment of a parking fee; you MUST check in at the Amicalola Falls Visitor Center before leaving to the Inn.
